 Registration will be by individual, NOT by Unit (though Unit information will be gathered upon registration) 

 Adventure Crews will be set up, one for females, one for males, for Venturers who will be attending either on their own or 
without adequate supervision 

 Boys of Venturing age registered with a Troop only are WELCOME TO REGISTER! 

 A $25 deposit per person will be required upon initial registration with balance due July 1st.  Those paid in full by July 1st will 
have a FUSION-themed t-shirt on hold for them when they arrive at camp.  Those who pay their balance AFTER July 1st will 
incur an additional $30 fee AND may not have a t-shirt in their size when they get to camp….so REGISTER ON TIME!  :-)

Camp John Mensinger is the Boy Scout Resident Camp owned and operated by the Greater Yosemite Council 
(headquarters in Modesto, CA).
