...use names, programs, marks, 
logos, or images of the GSUSA or 
combine them with
those of the BSA.

Never use  the word “girl” before 
“Scouts.” This includes fliers, in 
conversation, social media, etc. 
Do say: 
• Join Troop 123 for girls.
• Our church has a boy troop 

and is forming a girl troop.
• Join the BSA. Find a troop for 

girls near you at BeAScout.org.
